The Thursday Night League is a non-sanctioned league.  The league will consist of 6 teams, with 5 persons per team.  The league will bowl on Thursday evenings with practice beginning at 6:45 p.m. with league play at 7:00 p.m., for a scheduled 30 weeks as agreed upon with North Chelmsford Lanes.

RULE 1

MANAGEMENT:


The League Officers which consist of the President, Vice-president, Secretary, Treasurer, and the 6 Captains, will govern the management of the league.  At the end of each season the league will elect the officers and vote on the league on the league rules annually.  A majority vote must be received to add new rules.  The voting of the by-laws will be held at the end of each season before the prize money is given.  A Team Captain can be an officer for the league.

RULE 2

FEES/ DUES:


The amount to be paid by each bowler will be $24.00 per week, $10.00 will cover the cost of lineage fees. The balance will be placed in the league treasury for the prize fund, secretary fees and treasurer’s fees.  Bowlers are fully responsible for payment of league fees/ dues every Thursday night by the end of the 4th frame of the game.  No bowler will be allowed to be more than two weeks behind in back dues. If a bowler does happen to fall behind in dues, the league treasurer will talk to bowler, and resolve the problem.  It is also the bowler’s responsibility to pay their dues/ fees for the nights they are absent.  Team captains are responsible for checking and turning in the team envelopes by the 5th frame of the first game.  

RULE 3

SECRETARY AND TREASURER FEES:


The Secretary will be paid $24 per night for the required duties of the office.  The fee will cover the Secretary’s bowling on a weekly basis.  The fee will be paid to the Secretary at the end of the year upon completion of all required duties.  The Treasurer will be paid $24 per night for the required duties of the office.  The fee will be paid to the Treasurer at the end of the year upon completion of all required duties.

RULE 4

PRIZES & AWARDS:


To qualify for individual prizes you must bowl two thirds (2/3) of the season.(60 games)  Any bowler on a team, regardless of the number of weeks bowled, may receive team awards at the end of the season.  Bowlers will receive separate individual awards.  No one will receive more than one individual award.  If an individual qualifies for two awards, they will receive the one with the higher dollar value. 
              Bowlers are eligible for the Most Improved Bowler prize even though they won another individual prize. You must have 2/3 of season bowled.
RULE 5

ENTERING AVERAGES:


The year before averages are used when the 6 captains are picking teams to start the season. The same draft system that the league has always used, is still in place.

            If  bowler doesn’t show up the first week, 5 pins are taken off last year’s average. If bowler doesn’t show up 2nd week, 5 pins off last year’s average. If bowler doesn’t show up 3rd week, 5 pin off last year’s  average. The 4th week that bowler is still a no show, or quits, team takes the score that he was picked at, 5 pins will not be taken off.

            If bowler bowls 1st week, then misses week #2, team gets last year’s average – 5 pins. If bowler can’t bowl, let’s say for an extended period of time (10 weeks) bowler still uses last years avg – 5 pins, until he bowls 9 games. After 9 games he uses current avgerage.

RULE 6     

TEAM ROSTER


Team consists of a 5 man team. The captain makes the team decisions. 

RULE 7    

LEGAL LINE-UPS:


One fifth (1/5) of the regular team members must be present at the start of bowling or that game will be forfeited.  Your average score less 5 pins (see Rule 14) will be counted and used for each game.  There is no pre-bowling for this league.

             No changing line up after 1st or 2nd game.

RULE 8

LATE BOWLERS:


If a bowler does not show up before the start of the 5th frame of any game, the bowler will not be allowed to bowl in that game. Both teams last (5th bowler) bowler must be complete by the 4th box. A late bowler may bowl for the rest of that game for practice and his/her scores will begin at the first frame of the next game.

RULE 9

ABSENT BOWLER SCORES:


When a bowler is absent, their current average minus 5 pins will be used.  After 3 consecutive weeks of being absent without proper notice, a full score will be used and that bowler is terminated from the league upon captain’s confirmation.

RULE 10

BOWL
ER QUIT SCORES:


If a bowler resigns from a team, a full average score will be used until the bowler is replaced.

RULE 11    

NO SHOW FOR A FULL TEAM:


If a team does not show up to bowl for that night, the opposing team must bowl against a “NO SHOW” team.  A bowler’s average less (5) pins will be used for each absent bowler.  The opposing team MUST beat this score in order to determine wins for the night.  Since this league includes series total of 8 in points won, a zero will be given for forfeited games.

RULE 12    

NEW BOWLER:


If a new bowler joining a team does not have an established average from this or any other duckpin league, his or her average will be determined after the completion of (9) games. There score will not be counted for game matches, until there 10th game.  New bowlers will be added at any time during the season and are automatically in the league for the next season.

RULE 13

NO PRE-BOWLING:


There is no pre-bowling under any circumstances.

RULE 14

NO POST-BOWLING:


There is no post-bowling under any circumstances.

RULE 15

POSITION STANDING/ POINT SYSTEM:   


Team standings will be determined on a point basis for each game won.  Two (2) points will be awarded for each game won and two (2) points will be given for series total in each team match for a total of eight (8) points.  In the case of a tie, one (1) point will be given to each team.


When a tie occurs, each team gets 1 point for game or total. Team with the most points won in each half will be the winner of the half.  Cash prizes will be awarded by points to all teams.  There will be one roll off at the end of the season between the winners of the first and second half.  The team that wins the roll offs is the champs and receives top prize money!   If the same team wins both halfs, that teams also wins 1st and 2nd place roll-off money.

RULE 16

                        ROLL-OFF

                                              It was voted in at the end of year meeting on April 30th, that the roll-off will be rolled on each pair of lanes. 1 game on 1-2, 3-4,5-6.

RULE 17

BOWLING AREA:


NO SMOKING, will be allowed in the bowling area.  SMOKING is to be done in the men’s bathroom only.  No drinks are allowed near the bowling lane floor areas.  During inclement weather, all shoes or boots must be removed in the hallway area to keep the bowling area as dry as possible.  Dangerous conditions occur when the playing surface gets wet!


RULE 18

BOWLING ETIQUETTE


Customary bowling etiquette will be observed at all times.  The bowler on the right has the right of way.  Please observe bowlers on either side of your alley. 

RULE 19  

UN-SPORTMANS-LIKE CONDUCT


The league frowns on un-sportsman-like conduct.  Any bowler who deliberately and willfully interrupts other bowlers will be warned immediately.  If the problem persists a meeting of the officials will held to determine the leagues stand.  No slamming balls with other balls, no kicking ball rack, in other words smartin-up.

RULE 20

                  FOUL-LINE

                                          We all know going over the foul line is a foul. A few years ago the league incorporated  a THURSDAY NITE LEAGUE RULE: Which is if bowlers  heel is completely over the line, the captain on the other team can call a foul. Only the opposing captain, not the other bowlers on other lanes.

RULE 21

CANCELLATION OF BOWLING


The President of the League (Mike Wetmore (603) 689-8541 will determine if bowling is to be canceled no later than 5:00 p.m.  North Chelmsford Lanes will be notified of the cancellation at 978-251-8108.  If league bowling is canceled for any reason, the regular schedule will continue as posted and the make-up day(s) will be added at the end of the season.  The only reason we have cancelled in the past was due to a major snow storm.

RULE 22

BANQUET:


A committee of three (3) people will be formed to serve as the Banquet Committee.  This committee will be responsible for ensuring all arrangements have been completed before the day of the banquet.  Payment for guests must be paid for before the day of the banquet.  

RULE 23

PRIZE LIST:


Prizes remain the same as the previous year.  All prize payouts are reviewed periodically and changes are made according to annual expenses.  Any major changes in prize money must be proposed and voted into effect for the next season.

RULE 24

CASH COLLECTIONS:


Checks will be accepted and should be made out to the Treasurer’s name of Thursday Night Bowling League.  Bowlers will be responsible for all bank fees on checks returned for insufficient funds.
